Eco schools follow a simple process which helps members to address a variety of envi-
ronmental themes, ranging from litter and waste, energy saving and recycling to 
healthy living and biodiversity.  Schools work towards gaining one of three internation-
ally recognised awards ï Bronze, Silver and the Green Flag award, which symbolises 
excellence in the field of environmental activity.  The benefits of joining Eco-Schools 
include:

In addition, by addressing environmental issues in the centre and reducing waste, weôll 
save money, which can be reinvested in other important areas. 
 
The after school club recently took part in a two week project called óSwitch on to 
Switching offô.  They completed an initial audit of lights switched on in rooms that were 
unoccupied and submitted their findings with suggestions for improvements. Two 
weeks later a second audit was completed and the results submitted for comparison.   
We are currently waiting for the results of the campaign. This project will give us merits 
towards our bronze award.    The after school club will also be visiting Eastcroft energy 
from waste facility where they will  gain an understanding of how the energy recovery 
process works. 

 

Recycling Update  

 

Thank you to everyone who brought in their old mobile phones and printer cartridges 
for recycling.  Itôs early days but we have managed to raise Ã14.00 by recycling just 12 
items.   Please continue to bring your unwanted items directly to us at 139 Russell 
Road. 

We have registered with óPhil the Bagô (official textile recycling partner with Eco 
Schools).   We will be having two textile recycling days each year with the first one 
scheduled for March 2012.  We will be asking staff, parents/carers and their families to 
fill a bin bag with unwanted clean clothes, shoes, bags, curtains, towels, bed linen etc..   
Greenfields receives money by weight of clothes donated and the clothes are then 
distributed to people in developing countries. 

The children are encouraged and involved in the recycling programme and regularly 
take plastic, cardboard  and batteries to the local recycling points on trips out.  Staff 
also help out  wherever they can.  All money made on the above initiatives will go to-
wards paying for the council collection of paper, cardboard, glass, plastic and tin cans.
